Grevillea victoriae subsp. nivalis Mountain 
Grevillea. Found south of the ACT  

Leucochrysum albicans Hoary Sunray. Long 
flowering local daisy which likes good drainage. 



Grevillea lanigera Woolly Grevillea. Named for its 
woolly leaves and branchlets. 

Westringia eremicola Slender Westringia. An 
exceptionally long flowering shrub. 

Web and home of the Leaf Curl Spider. May be 
Phonognatha graeffei.
